(1). Give popular three Islamic philosophers who belong to the Eastern Group in the Medieval Period. Why is the study of the Islamic philosophy important in the study of Scholastic philosophy? Show how St. Thomas Aquinas integrates theology and philosophy (faith and reason) in his classic works. (30 marks)

(2). How does Boethius view providence, evil and freedom in his book “De consolatione philosophiae ?”  Relate Boethius position on the way we know God with that of St. Thomas Aquinas. (20 marks)

 (3). Which are the characteristics of philosophy in the Middle Ages? How did the doctrine of Manichaeism influence the thought of St. Augustine of Hippo? (20 marks)

 (4). Who is Pseudo-Dionysius? Which were his major works? How did Pseudo-Dionysius view the knowledge of God? (20 marks)

(5). Discuss on how St. Augustine of Hippo portrays the concept of philosophy of history in reference to the book “The City of God”. (20 marks)

(6). Explain what St. Thomas Aquinas says about Law in general, Natural Law, eternal Law, and Divine Law. (20 marks)

(7). Outline and explain briefly the “Divisions of Nature” according to John Scotus Eriugena. Show why some elements of Eriugena’s thought contributed to their condemnation by Pope Honorius III in 1225. (20 marks)
