(1).  The discipline of philosophy is seen being practiced among the ancient Greeks and in the period of transition from the Old Testament to the New Testament, we see philosophy being   expressed in the Jewish sacred writings. Bearing in mind this background:

(a). Show the traces of philosophy in the Old Testament and the international world of wisdom (10 marks).

(b). How did Philo of Alexandria synthesize the Old Testament and the Greek philosophy (10 marks)

(c). Name the details of the book in the New Testament where St. Paul meets the philosophers and he had philosophical dialogue with them. Briefly explain who are the Stoics and Epicureans (10 marks)

 (2). Name the thinkers of the Early Church who are referred to as the Apologists. Show how Clement of Alexandria defended the Christian faith against its opponents (20 Marks).

(3). Basing yourself on the Book of Sentences of Peter Lombard, show the nature of the academic discussion in the Medieval University (20 marks)

(4). A certain student joined the Catholic University of Eastern Africa, in Kenya. This student in choosing the area of studies, he had selected a B.A in sacred theology, but according to the regulations of the University he did not meet the requirements for the admission in the faculty of the Sacred Theology. In registering for the courses, he was asked to produce the certified card of the Sacraments from his Parish priest. The student professed that he has never been a Christian but a self-proclaimed atheist. Explain the reason why he could not qualify to be admitted to study for the B.A in the Sacred Theology. (20 marks) 

(5). With the reference to the development of the Christian doctrines: Show how the apologists made a synthesis between the wisdom of the Greeks (Hellenism), and Christian revelation (Christian faith). (20 marks)
